We also visited the city of Figeac, which has a medieval centre
with ineresting buidings, and took a tour of the Escrtoire Museum showing a
history of writing, which was very informative.

The old part of the,

vilage s buit amost verticaly half

way up a ciff in the deep and abrupt

canyon of the Alzou stream, and

has been a place of pilgrimage for|

centuries. This was well worth the,

efort to vist, but the highiight was

defintely the “Fete De Fromages™ which is the largest cheess festival in the
‘South of France. There were numerous stalks set up around the field, all giving
tastings of the local cheeses and wines, wih a great atmosphere of
camaraderie, topped up with local singers and dancers for entertainment.
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
